In the heart of Vieux Nice (“Old Nice”),
amongst old-world boutiques and petite
cafés, you will find the vibrant Nice Flower
Market. This bustling market is located on
Cours Saleya, the famous promenade in
the old city.

This storied market was the first of its kind when

it opened back in 1897, when farmers from the
countryside would come into town to sell their

cut flowers to wholesalers. Once local shops

made their purchases, the market would open to
individual patrons to put together their own fresh
floral arrangements. These Nigois flowers were

in such demand that they were shipped to cities
throughout France and Europe every day for close to
100 years. Reportedly, Tsar Nicholas Il of Russia was
so taken with a flower parade he witnessed in Nice
that he ordered two train wagons full of these fresh
bouquets to recreate the floral display in imperial St.

Petersburg.

Today, this favourite daily (except on Monday)
stopover for locals and tourists alike features

much more than flowers. Vendors tout an array of
produce, flowers and various other delicacies. It is a
feast for the senses; take in the delightful aroma of
fresh-cut flowers, sample seasonal fruits and fresh
baked breads, be dazzled by the bountiful colourful
displays, sip and savour a hot cappuccino, take a
moment to pause and chat with the locals, or simply
listen to the romantic sounds of the French language

being spoken all around you.

accommodations

What is the difference between a twin room and a double room?

In certain countries, hotel rooms tend to be smaller than Canadian standard
accommodations. A double room is designed to accommodate two people, but
may not have two separate beds. A twin bedded room has two separate beds of
any size, and is the type most commonly utilized.

What size is a triple room? A triple room is the same size as a twin bedded
room and beds will accommodate three people, but we cannot guarantee that
there will be three separate beds. If there are only two beds, a rollaway may be
requested but cannot be guaranteed due to size of room and fire codes.
